SBI3U Orientation Assignment

Welcome to SBI3U!  To get you ready for this course you will learn how to reference, think about safety and lab write-up format and review a bit of gr. 9/10 science.  You will be referred to the class portal-a site I’ve set up to give you class information.  This site has a general course lesson plan, due dates for tests and MAJOR assignments, periodic mark updates and other sites of interest for this course.
Part A:  SBI3U Personal Orientation Survey
Log on to the class portal:   http://vanosscienceworld.weebly.com/.  Familiarize yourself with the resources for this course at this site and complete the “Personal Orientation Survey”.  (App: 3)
Part B:  Evaluating Web Sites
On the class portal find the link called “Guide to Evaluating Web Sites”.  Read through this brochure (you may even want to print it out for yourself for future reference!) and use it to evaluate the following website on “Trigenics:  Functional Neurology” ( http://www.trigenics.com/trigenics/index.html ).  It is expected that each of the five criteria will be evaluated in their own proper paragraph.  You should include an introductory paragraph and come to an overall conclusion about the credibility of the website in a concluding paragraph. The rubric for this evaluation can be found on the weebly.  Please remember that this is a 3U course, ensure your evaluation is thorough and properly written (Max. length 1.5 pages-be short and concise!).  (Comm: 4, App: 10)
Part C:  Slimotosis 
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Sponge Bob notices that his pals Gary, Bobby, Jimmy and Sammy are all suffering from slimotosis, which occurs when the shell develops a nasty slime and gives off a horrible odour. His friend Patrick tells him that rubbing seaweed on the shell is the perfect cure, while Sandy says that drinking Dr. Kelp will be a better cure. Sponge Bob decides to test this cure by rubbing Gary with seaweed for 1 week, Jimmy drinks Dr. Kelp for one week, Sammy gets the seaweed treatment and drinks Dr. Kelp for one week and Bobby gets no treatment.  After a week, everyone is cured and all the shells smell better.

Use the weebly “SBI3U/4U:  Lab Report Format” and follow the directions on that page.

1.  Make a Title page, for his experiment. (comm: 2)

2. Write a purpose, hypothesis (this will be your practice run-follow the format on the class portal) and a procedure flowchart for his experiment (very simple procedure to “ease” you into SBI3U).  (T/I/:5)

3. Create a PROPER table for the observations of this experiment.  (comm: 4)

4. What is the independent variable?  Dependent variable?   (T/I:  2)

5. Is there a control group?  Discuss your answer.  (T/I:  1)

6. Identify three variables that should be controlled for this lab (whether they are identified in the explanation or from your experiences when completing a lab.  (T/I:  3)

7. Is this a “good” experiment?  Explain fully.  (T/I:  2)

8. What should Sponge Bob’s conclusion be?  (T/I:  2)
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
